1.  Spend some time learning 
about the people you’ll meet.  
Identify Chamber members you’d like 
to meet ahead of time and learn a bit 
about their business.  In doing that, 
you’ll be more confident when you 
talk to them and they’ll be flattered 
you took the time to do it. 
2.  Know whom to approach and 
how long to stay.  Approach singles 
and groups of three.  Those who are 
alone will likely welcome the compa-
ny.  Generally a fourth person will 
nicely round out a group of three so 
there’s no “odd man out”.  When 
networking, keep your chats short — 
from three to five minutes.  When 
leaving someone, introduce them to 
another. 
3.  Mind your manners when meet-
ing people.  Make good eye contact, 
give a firm handshake and repeat the 
person’s name when introduced.  
Being friendly and approachable is 
key.  Give complete attention to the 
host when they are speaking — 
that’s why they are the host! 

4.  Take a moment to focus your 
confidence.  Before you walk into 
the room, remember you’re on a 
mission — to connect with people 
you don’t usually have an oppor-
tunity to meet.  And remember, you 
have things to offer too. 
5.  Look like someone you’d 
want to know.  Set your face in a 
pleasant and approachable expres-
sion — it does make a difference.  
Then challenge yourself to meet 3 
new people. 
6.  Don’t make a beeline for the 
bar and food.  Networking events 
are never about the food or drinks.  
Yes, there are great refreshments, 
but they aren’t meant to be a full 
meal for us.  Eat or drink with your 
left hand so your right hand is read-
ily available to shake other’s hands. 
 
Helpful?  I hope so...and I’ll see you 
at the next networking event!
